What are Foldables?

Foldables are student-directed, three-dimensional interactive graphic organizers
that can be used to enhance vocabulary, strengthen note-taking skills, outline main
ideas, encourage questioning, sequence events, and reinforce skills like making
comparisons, finding similarities, and determining cause and effect.

Why use Foldables?

« Quickly organize, display, and arrange data, making it easier for students to grasp
social studies concepts, theories, facts, opinions, questions, research, and ideas.

- Integrate language arts, science, and mathematics into the study of social studies.
« Incorporate the use of such skills as comparing and contrasting, recognizing cause and
effect, and finding similarities and differences into daily work and long-term projects.

- Easily communicate data through graphs, tables, charts, and diagrams, including
Venn diagrams.

- Offer useful tools for students to review social studies vocabulary, concepts,
information, generalizations, ideas, and theories, providing learners a strong
foundation upon which they can build new observations, concepts, and knowledge.

Some Foldables begin with graphics or maps that you can duplicate and use with your
students to strengthen note-taking skills. Even though these are made using only one
sheet of paper, they provide hours of interactions while studying a chapter.

You may find it advantageous to use more than one template in some chapters.

For example, you might use the Flag Shutterfold for part of a chapter and then add
a map template later. Alternatively, you might duplicate and use a clean version of a
template as an assessment tool.

Using Social Studies Foldables
to Build Communication SKkills

Communication skills are important to Social Studies. Not all students will become
geographers, historians, or politicians, but all students need to be able to think,
analyze, and communicate using Social Studies skills. Throughout their lives, students
will be called upon to be literate in social sciences. They will need to note biases,
differentiate between fact and opinion, participate in civic organizations, discuss pros
and cons of actions and reactions, investigate primary and secondary sources, justify
voting for or against an issue, research a topic related to their well-being or interests,
make cause-and-effect decisions about their actions, write editorials to express their
views publicly, and more. Foldables are one of many techniques that can be used to
integrate reading, writing, thinking, debating, researching, and other communication
skills into an interdisciplinary Social Studies curriculum. Use this chart to build
Foldables and other strategies into your curriculum to engage students and to provide
multiple ways for them to communicate their findings.

Instrucciones
Cortar la pdgina por la mitad siguiendo la linea negra horizontal del medio. Doblar
cada seccion por la linea punteada, de manera que se vea la linea en la parte exterior.

Los estudiantes
pueden anotar varios lugares. Para hacer una leyenda sencilla del mapa, dibujar
pequefios puntos de colores en él e incluir al pie donde tuvieron lugar los eventos.
